In second grade, students use their foundational knowledge of phonics to build reading fluency
and comprehension skills. Students master writing a paragraph with descriptive language. In
science, students enjoy hands-on lessons and attend a variety of science based field trips.
Students continue to memorize Scripture to hide God’s Word in their hearts. Second graders
explore new concepts, build critical thinking skills, and learn how to be peacemakers with others.

Bible and Christian Leadership - Bob Jones (bjupress.com)
